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If a Cassia County Joint School District No. 151 student must take medication during the school day, the following guidelines will be followed: 
PRESCRIPTION MEDICATIONS

1. The parent/guardian must submit a written request to the building administrator if a school district employee is being asked to administer medication. 
2. The medication must be in its original container. 
3. The student’s name, prescription number, doctor, dosage, and any other instructions must be clearly set forth on the container. 
NON-PRESCRIPTION (over the counter) MEDICATIONS 

1. The parent/guardian must request in writing that non-prescription medication be administered during school hours.  Specific directions for administering the medication and the parent’s/guardian’s signature must be received before any medication will be administered to the student. 
2. The medication must be in the original container and the student’s name and directions for administering the medication must be written on the container. 
MEDICAL INHALERS

The Board of Trustees permits the self-administration of medication administered by way of a metered-dose inhaler by the pupil for asthma or other potentially life-threatening respiratory illness.  A student who is permitted to self-administer asthma medication pursuant to this section shall be permitted to possess and use a prescribed inhaler at all times.  Nothing in this section shall be construed to prevent Cassia School District from requiring pupils to maintain current duplicate prescription medications with the school administrator.
“Medication” means a metered-dose inhaler or a dry powder inhaler to alleviate asthmatic symptoms, prescribed by a physician and having an individual label.
“Self-Administration” means a student’s use of medication pursuant to prescription or written direction from a physician.
REACTION AUTO-INJECTORS
The Board of Trustees permits the self-administration of epinephrine via auto-injectors for the treatment of severe allergic reaction (anaphylaxis).  Students are allowed to carry and self-administer epinephrine on school district property.  A duplicate copy of the prescription for epinephrine is to be on file with the school administrator. 
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ADDITIONAL GUIDELINES
1. All medications—except inhalers and auto-injectors—will be kept in a secured area in the school. 
2. It is the student’s responsibility to come to the office, or other designated site within the school, at the appropriate time to take his or her medication, unless the student has a disability and is unable to do so. 
3. No medications, prescription or non-prescription, will be dispensed by a teacher, secretary or other personnel to a student without the parent/guardian’s written permission. 
4. Non-prescription medications, such as aspirin or Tylenol, will not be provided to students upon request.  Students must supply their own medications in accordance with the Non-Prescription (over the counter) Medication information listed above. 
5. Any medication which a student must have in case of emergency will be kept in an easily accessible location. 
6. Secondary school students may keep and administer their own over the counter medication, but they may bring only one day’s supply of medication to school and the medication must be in the original container.  A note from the parent/guardian must be on file in the office or in the student’s possession stating the name of the medication, the reason for taking it, and the dosage. 
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
